Instructions for installing the GM Counter software
If you have followed the instructions on the website then you should have four files in your folder:
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Launch the setup program. You can accept the default suggestions. A shortcut icon for the GMC Communicator is now on your desktop.
Installing the Drivers
There are two possible paths here depending on your operating system:
1) [bookmark: _GoBack]The easiest way is to power your GM Counter and connect the USB cable. The PC will search for the latest driver and install it. If that does not work then you will have to take step 2.
2) Unzip the file CP Drivers.zip which is in your folder. You can use your folder to put the unzipped file in. Unzipping gives a folder named CP Drivers. Open it and you will find two files for installing the drivers ‘CP210xVCPInstaller_x64.exe’ and ‘CP210xVCPInstaller_x86.exe’. Select and run the one which is appropriate for your operating system.

Checking the Driver is Present
Open the Control Panel and select ‘View devices and printers’. You should see the driver Silicon Labs CP210x USB to UART Bridge.
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
